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Chasing the Wild Goose

This Lent we have been looking at the 
life of Jesus leading up to Easter 
through a book by Marcus Borg and 
John Dominic Crosson called THE 
LAST WEEK.  The authors use the 

Gospel of Mark to move us through the events of 
what the church calls Holy Week.  As we journey 
through Lent - Easter is always on the horizon.  
However when we get to the Easter story using 
Mark it will feel so very different from the Easter 
story in the other Gospels.  Mark ends the story of 
Easter with these words: ñSo they (the women) went 
out and fled from the tomb, for terror & amazement 
had seized them and they said nothing to anyone, 
for they were afraid.ò  
 This feels so unfinished yet so genuine. In 
the other Gospels we read how Mary met Jesus 
after the resurrection yet mistook him for a gardener.  
We hear of the disciples locking themselves in the 
upper room out of fear of the religious authorities yet 
Jesus walked through the door to be with them.  
Other gospels end with Jesus appearing to crowds 
of people for weeks yet only his followers believed  
in him.   
 In Mark all the women see is an empty tomb 
and they hear the witness of a young man, perhaps 
an angel. He tells them that Jesus is raised from the 
dead and is on his way back to Galilee.  Some have 
said the abrupt ending is not the last word.  After all 
if the women had ñsaid nothing to anyoneò we would 
not now have their story.  This story has always felt 
unfinished for its readers.  Perhaps that is how the 
Easter story is supposed to be - unfinished until we 
find the ending for ourselves.  
 In this age there are those who find deep 
meaning in the story of the Risen Christ.  For some 
the meaning is deeper than what could have been 
witnessed that first Easter. Even those who are said 
to have heard Jesus after Easter had to have a 
deeper faith, deeper than even seeing him.  For the 
resurrection is not just about that first Easter - but it 
proclaims new life in our lives here and now.  The 
promise of Easter is that God has the final say - that 
love will find a way to triumph over hate; that life will 
always find a way to have victory over death.  Easter  
is a witness by Godôs people that no matter how far 
down you think you are - even to the ñpit of hellò God 
will offer you  a way to be lifted up to new life, new 
love and new hope.  
 Regardless of your Easter traditions - new 
clothes, white shoes, ham dinners, Easter Eggs and 
lots of chocolate, the church invites you to go deeper 
into the story of new hope and new possibilities 
through the witness of Jesus Christ. Truth is that 
resurrection and new life is not just possible for 
Jesus but his witness says it is possible for us!

Yoga in the News:  
Yoga may benefit people 
experiencing bone loss 
associated with Osteoporosis 
 
Osteoporosis is a tremendous health 
concern for women over 50. A new ten
-year study indicates that the yoga 
postures that include weight-bearing and strength 
challenges also can be effective building bone mass 
and slow or even reverse the gradual bone loss 
associated with osteoporosis. 
 
The study, headed by Dr. Loren Fishman and 
published in  Topics in Geriatric Rehabilitation 
assigned a simple, 12-minute daily yoga routine      
to participants who either had or were at risk for 
osteoporosis and osteopenia. At the end of the  
ten-year research period, Dr. Fishman looked at 
those participants who had followed through with 
their yoga for osteoporosis practice. In the 227  
who had done the 12-minute practice at least every 
other day, the researchers saw significant bone 
density improvements in both the spine and femur.
